Hollywood Woodwork has been awarded the millwork package for George
C. Young Federal Courthouse in Orlando, Florida. The 180,000 sq-ft, six floor
tfederal building will go through a major renovation and modernization since
its initial construction in 1970. Construction started in January of 2011 and is
scheduled for completion in 2012. The project is seeking LEED Silver
certification with hopes of achieving LEED Gold. This is a wonderful
opportunity for Hollywood Woodwork — who is a member of the U.S. Green
Building Council (USGBC) - to demonstrate its ability in green design. “The
wall panels will have FSC certified veneers with No Added Urea
Formaldehyde (NAUF) in order to achieve MR credit 7 and MR 4.1-4.2.
Hollywood Woodwork will also be using recycled contents and low emitting
materials to help achieve LEED credits to the overall project goal,” said
Jennifer Glender, Project Estimator at Hollywood Woodwork.

The majority of the work will be performed in the four courtrooms,
consisting of the judge’s benches, lecturns, deputy desks, attorney tables,
spectator rails, podiums, and wall panels. The public space area primarily
consists of quartered Walnut panels, and the Judge’s conference rooms will
contain Honduran Mahogany bookcases. Metals also played a key role in
this project, including satin aluminum and stainless steel integrated with the
millwork. Special attention is dedicated to the security desks that will be
constructed in Walnut with horizontal surfaces clad in Stainless Steel, and for
security purposes the desks will also contain bullet resistant polycarbonate
glass and structural steel tube fabrications within the die wall. We are
looking forward to help make this yet another successful Hollywood
Woodwork project!
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
